B.  Description of Criteria and Distribution Formula
           The criteria for the State distribution of funds are as follows:

a)
Applicants must meet the eligibility requirements of 676B of the CSBG Act and subsequent amendments and any related federal regulations.

b)
Applicants in accordance with OMB Circular A-110, A-122, and Generally Accepted Accounting practice must maintain fiscal accounting procedures adequate controls, systems and have to ensure the proper disbursement and accounting for all funds received under this Act-
c)
Applicants must submit a work program and budget to ODOC for approval.

d)
Applicants must provide certification of compliance with the CONFAX requirements and Compliance with the Pro-Children Act of 1994. 

e)
Applicants must submit a community action plan and needs assessment to ODOC for approval every two years.
The distribution formula for eligible entities will include a base amount for program operations in each of the counties in their service area.  The amount remaining after subtraction of the base amounts will be allocated on the basis of:

a)
Population below the poverty level as established by the U.S. Office of Management and Budget;



   b)   Population over age 65 below the poverty level; and


   c)  Square miles of the service area.

C.  Description of Distribution and Use of Restricted Funds

      As a part of the ARRA/CSBG application, the State encouraged eligible entities to make recommendations on a benefits coordination and eligibility system for the purpose of benefits enrollment coordination activities to be used for the identification and enrollment of eligible individuals and families in Federal, State, and local benefits programs.

The State proposes to identify a system that will provide benefits coordination and eligibility determination for all 77 counties, allowing access to a network of statewide social services.

The Oklahoma Department of Commerce/ Community Development Division

has encouraged eligible entities: 1) to provide a wide range of innovative employment-

related services and activities tailored to the specific needs of their community; 2) to 

use funds in a manner that meets the short-term and long-term economic and employment
needs of individuals, families and communities; 3) make meaningful and measurable

progress toward the reform goals of the Recovery Act with special attention to creating 

and sustaining economic growth and employment opportunities.

(c) The Service Delivery System for Recovery Act Projects:

Oklahoma has a network of twenty (20) Community Action Agencies which coordinate  

services in all 77 counties within the State based on results of the community needs 

assessment.  Services are delivered via an array of mechanisms:

· Direct Service Delivery
· Case Management and Referral
· Service Collaboration and Coordination 

(d)  Linkages
Utilizing the community needs assessment eligible entities have identified and partnered with a network of Federal, State, and Local resources to assist in the coordination of services.   Through strategic planning activities eligible entities are able to identify and reduce duplication and gaps in services. 
Eligible entities maintain active memberships on advisory boards, coalitions, continuum of care committees, and have established memorandums of agreement with numerous  local social service providers.

In 2008, eligible entities leveraged the CSBG program with $200 million in other Federal, State, Local, and Private resources.  Under the Recovery Act available public and private resources will continue to be used to reduce or eliminate duplication of services. (2)    Corrective Action, Termination and Reduction of Funding:

Describe the State’s plan for complying with the requirement of Section 678C of the Act. Recapture and Redistribution clause of the Oklahoma Department of Commerce ARRA/CSBG eligible entity contract states:
ODOC may recapture and redistribute funds distributed to a Contractor under the CSBG that are unobligated at the end of a fiscal year if such unobligated funds exceed 20 percent (20%)  of the amount distributed to the eligible entity in the fiscal year.  Funding under the ARRA shall be contingent upon the Contractor meeting programmatic goals and financial requirements.

(1)  Contractor fails to comply with provisions of this contract or with any applicable laws, regulations, guidelines or procedures, including ODOC policies and issuances, or is unduly dilatory in executing its commitments under this contract.

(2)  Purpose for the funds have not been or will not be fulfilled or would be illegal to carry out.

(3)  Contractor has submitted incorrect or incomplete documentation pertaining to this contract.

(4)  The Contractor is unduly dilatory in executing its commitments under a prior contract with ODOC, including but not limited to submission of any audits due, resolution of audit findings and monitoring results.

(c) In the event of termination or suspension, the Contractor shall be entitled to payment for otherwise valid and allowable obligations incurred in good faith prior to notice of such action and to reimbursement for reasonable and necessary expenses.  The Contractor shall reduce to the minimum possible all obligations prepaid expenses and other costs.
(d) The Contractor shall not be relieved of liability to ODOC for damages sustained by ODOC by virtue of any breach of this contract by the Contractor.  ODOC may withhold payments due under this contract pending resolution of the damages.  
(3) Tracking
 The State has established a separate class funding for agencies receiving funds from the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009.  All proceeds from the Federal government or received as pass through money from another agency shall be deposited in the designated class funding account.  

The State of Oklahoma and the Oklahoma Department of Commerce is committed to making sure that funds are awarded and distributed in a prompt, fair, and reasonable manner; uses of the funds are transparent and the uses are reported clearly, accurately, and timely; fraud, waste and abuse of funds are minimized; funds are managed to avoid delays and cost overruns; and program goals are achieved and measured.
(F) Reporting and Registration Requirements
In accordance with Section 1512 of the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, Public Law 111-5, the Oklahoma Department of Commerce as the designee of the chief executive of the State hereby agrees to the following reporting and registration requirements:

(a) This award requires the recipient to complete projects or activities which are funded under the American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009 (“Recovery Act”) and to report on use of Recovery Act funds provided through this award. Information from these reports will be made available to the public. 
(b) The reports are due no later than ten calendar days after each calendar quarter in which the recipient receives the assistance award funded in whole or in part by the Recovery Act. 
(c) Recipients and their first-tier recipients must maintain current registrations in the Central Contractor Registration (www.ccr.gov) at all times during which they have active federal awards funded with Recovery Act funds.  A Dun and Bradstreet Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS) Number (www.dnb.com) is one of the requirements for registration in the Central Contractor Registration. 
 (d) The recipient shall report the information described in section 1512(c) using the reporting instructions and data elements that will be provided online at www.FederalReporting.gov and ensure that any information that is pre-filled is corrected or updated as needed.
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
