4. lunderstand that in determining the benefit to the State of Oklahoma only future costs and expenditures of the organization
will be considered.

5. lunderstand that if the organization has provided false information during the application process, whether intentional or
unintentional, the organization may not be tendered a contract for participation in the Program.

6. |agree that the payroll tax withholding associated with the city or town may be utilized to assist funding this award through the
Oklahoma Finance Authority.

7. lunderstand that the Oklahoma Department of Commerce and the Oklahoma Finance Authority have statutory authority to
charge a fee for the administration of the Program not to exceed a total of four percent (4%) of the award.

8. lunderstand that the participating entities must be in good standing with the Oklahoma Tax Commission and continue to
remain in throughout its participation in the Program.

9. After the project’s completion, | agree to provide photos and/or send any site visit invite(s) to events such as a grand opening
or ribbon cutting to both the Oklahoma Department of Commerce and Oklahoma Finance Authority. All photos will become part of
the Company’s project file at Commerce.
